FROSTY FIRES UP AGAIN

Mark Winterbottom dominated
proceedings at Queensland
Raceway this weekend, giving
Ford Performance Racing a
comfortable lead in the V8
Supercar Championship Series.

The 27-year-old scored two
wins, and FPR's third round
victory this year, with a
power-house performance that
started with P2 in qualifying.

Frosty battled with race one
winner James Courntney for
the entire 38 laps to finish
second but then beat the
fellow Ford driver off the line in
Sunday's first race, effectively
leading every lap after that. He
withstood a determined attack
from Russell Ingall in the day’s
final race but the Orrcon Steel
Ford Credit Falcon powered
away in the second half as
Ingall’s tyres faded.

“We’ve got a strong car,
strong team; it’s all gelling and

| feel like this is my time,” said
Frosty. “I don’t feel the
pressure too bad because I've
been doing competitive sport
since | was five years old. |
thrive on competition and the
pressure. I'm enjoying leading.
It’s a privilege and I’m enjoying
it.”

Team-mate Steve Richards’
weekend was over-shadowed
by an incident with Mark
Skaife in Sunday’s opener. The
Holden driver out-braked
himself into the back of the
Castrol FPR Falcon, spinning
Richo down to 12th. He
recovered to finish seventh and
looked good for a podium in
the second race of the day as
he sought to take advantage of
the lap one haggling .

As the pack bunched, Richards
went wide at turn three but
was again tagged and fell
down the order to 18th,
eventually finishing 11th.

V8 Supercars announced its 2009
dates for the newest round on the
calendar: Townsville, North
Queensland. Sport Minister Judy
Spence, together with Townsville City
Council and V8 Supercars Australia,
confirmed the inaugural V8 Supercar
race will be held on July 10-12 in a
press conference on Saturday. The
street race will be the third
Queenland round, with Ipswich and
Indy hosting races as well.

V8 Supercars Australia Board met in
Ipswich to discuss a number of
submissions to alter formats for 2009
race meetings, which are currently
three-day, three-race weekends. It is
believed the favoured option is
two-day meetings with two
200-kilometre races, including
pitstops for fuel, although this has yet
to be confirmed.

Both FPR enduro drivers, Luke
Youlden and Dean Canto, got time in
the car at Queensland Raceway this
weekend. Youldon's session was
thrwarted, however, when he
flat-spotted a tyre, meaning his
30-minute session was reduced to
just a few laps.

2009: SUPERCARS TO RUN ON ETHANOL

V8 Supercars Australia has confirmed the
championship will run on Ethanol E85 from
February 2009 in a bid to reduce the
sport’s environmental impact.

Ethanol is produced from sugar cane or
grain by-products, which reduces carbon
emissions.

In Sunday’s press conference, V8 Supercars
Australia Chairman Tony Cochrane said
that in the current climate of rising petrol
prices it is only a matter of time before
manufacturers introduce E85 power plants,
making it the natural next step for the
championship.

“The whole of Australia could be pretty
much self sufficient on Ethanol from our
existing crops,” he said.” Our job is
educational; if we can run it in our cars,
maybe it’s a consideration for the average
motorist.”

Ford Performance Racing Team Principal
Tim Edwards said the move would not

affect the racing in the slightest. ""As a
